
 

KEDRON – CHANGED TRAFFIC CONDITIONS 

 
During September 2009 changes will be 
made to the Kedron traffic, pedestrian 
and bus stop network. These changes are 
necessary to maintain safe access for 
residents, pedestrians and motorists 
throughout construction of the Airport 
Link and Northern Busway (Windsor to 
Kedron).  

 
 

 
Thiess John Holland is working with the Department 
of Transport and Main Roads and Brisbane City 
Council to coordinate the approval of all changed 
traffic conditions. 
 
These changes will include the closure of some local 
roads with sign posted detours and the diversion of 
Gympie Road. The changes outlined below and 
detailed on the map overleaf will be in place until 
mid 2010. 
 
ROAD AND FOOTPATH CHANGES 
Gympie Road 
Gympie Road will be diverted east from Leckie Road 
to Somerset Road. The southbound carriageway will 
also be reduced to two lanes through this area. 
 
The Gympie Road western footpath from Broughton 
Road to 120m north of Somerset Road and the 
signalised crossing at Leckie Road will be closed.  

 

Pedestrians will access the eastern footpath at 
the signalised crossings located at the Stafford 
Road and Sadlier Street intersections. 

 
Somerset Road and Broughton Road 
Both Somerset Road and Broughton Road will  
be closed to motorists and pedestrians at 
Gympie Road. Alternate access to and from 
these streets will be via the surrounding 
network including Brookfield Road, Homebush 
Road and Cremorne Road. 
 
Cremorne Road 
To coincide with the closure of Somerset Road,  
a temporary right-turn will be introduced from 
Gympie Road (southbound) to Cremorne Road. 
 
Leckie Road 
The left-turn from Gympie Road to Leckie Road 
will remain closed until mid 2010. Alternate 
access to Leckie Road is via Sadlier Street. 
 
Arnott Street 
Arnott Street will close permanently at Leckie 
Road. Alternate access to Leckie Road will be via 
Glen Kedron Road and Fifth Avenue. Gympie 
Road will ultimately be accessible via Park 
Terrace and Leckie Road, however with the 
closure of Park Terrace during construction, 
motorists are encouraged to access Gympie 
Road at the signalised intersection at Sadlier 
Street, particularly if they are continuing on to 
Stafford Road. 
 
Suez Street 
Suez Street is scheduled to re-open from mid to 
late September 2009, unless otherwise notified. 



 

Signage and traffic management will be 
 in place to direct motorists, pedestrians  
and cyclists. 
 
Changes to the traffic network will be ongoing 
throughout construction. You will be advised of 
scheduled changes with community notices, 
newspaper and radio advertising, signs and 
electronic message boards. 
 
BUS STOP CHANGES 
Bus stop 26/24 (inbound) ς Leckie Road will be 
relocated south, opposite Brookfield Road. 
Bus stop 26 (outbound) ς Broughton Road will be 
closed. Bus services will be available from bus stop 
25 (outbound) located south of Brookfield Road 
 
BUSINESS AS USUAL
