Canopy Tube Installation — Day & night work

From Monday 8 February 2010, installation of canopy tubes is expected to commence on the
eastern side of the rail embankment, and will be un  dertaken 24 hours a day, 7 days per week
for approximately three months.

The canopy tubes will form a temporary support under the railway, preventing it from moving during
tunnelling activities.

Activities will include:
- Night work
Operating crane to lift canopy tubes to the auger boring machines
Operating auger boring machines to drill the tubes through the rail embankment
Welding work to connect the canopy tubes.

What to expect:
Construction noise including crane movements, welding work and the operation of auger
boring machines
Lighting towers.

What we will do to minimise community impact:
Fit the auger boring machines with mufflers to reduce engine noise
Erect a 2.4 metre hoarding around individual pieces of equipment
Line the hoarding with acoustic blanket to further reduce any noise
Locate noisier machinery further away from residential properties.
