Vegetation Removal

The Crows Ash tree situated behind the Kedron Park Hotel will be removed in order to construct a vital
section of the Airport Link tunnel network.

Construction of the westbound off ramp, which will take travellers from the Airport Precinct onto Gympie and
Stafford Roads, will occur in this area. All construction design alternatives and relocation options to retain the tree
have been thoroughly investigated and exhausted by Airport Link project.

Investigations into relocating the Crows Ash have found that this is not possible without significant risk to the
tree’s survival and to the neighbouring St Andrew’s Anglican Church rectory, underneath which the tree’s root
system is believed to stretch.

The Airport Link project takes every care when it comes to the protection of native vegetation. Wherever possible,
efforts are made to preserve or relocate native trees, such as in the relocation of Hoop Pines from the Airport
Roundabout to Ross Park in Toombul. More than one million trees will be planted in Brisbane as part of the
project.

The Project has removed seed pods from the tree and will now oversee the propagation of hundreds of
seedlings. These seedlings will be provided to Bri ~ sbane City Council for planting throughout Brisbane
The Project will also provide BCC with funds to und ertake additional landscaping and planting in the
local area.
