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TOOMBUL/CLAYFIELD 
Installation of tunnel support equipment – Kalinga Park 
 
From late January 2010, work will commence in Kalin ga Park to install tunnel support equipment in 
preparation for Tunnel Boring Machine (TBM) tunnell ing later this year. 
 
The tunnel support equipment, including a compressor station, grout plant, chiller plant and water tanks will be 
installed on additional land on the far western side of the existing worksite in Kalinga Park, as approved by 
relevant authorities (see map overleaf). 
 
Prior to the installation of the equipment, preparation work will be undertaken including fence relocation, 
clearing and grubbing, filling, bored piling to strengthen the ground and concreting for foundations.   
 
To minimise noise impacts to the surrounding community during the 24/7 operation of the machinery later this 
year, a 2.4 metre high fence will be erected around the site and shipping containers will be stacked to a height 
of 6 metres around the chiller plant and compressor station (as indicated on map overleaf). 
 
Construction vehicle access to this area will be via the existing construction access road through the Kalinga 
Park worksite from Widdop Street. 
 
Pedestrian and cycle access will be maintained via the existing footpath in Kalinga Park from Kalinga Street to 
Diggers’ Drive. 
 
Activities will include 

·  Erection of temporary fencing 
·  Clearing and grubbing of work area 
·  Filing of work area 
·  Erection of 2.4 metre fence around western side of work area (as indicated on map overleaf) 
·  Bored piling for foundations of support structures 
·  Concreting for foundation slabs 
·  Erection of shipping containers around the grout plant and chiller plant as noise mitigation (as indicated 

on map overleaf) 
·  Erection of support equipment including grout plant, water tank, chiller plant, compressor station. 

 
What to expect  

·  Use of mobile plant for backfilling operations 
·  Use of mobile cranes to erect support equipment  
·  Construction noise from piling, cranes and concreting work 
·  Vehicle movements in Kalinga Park worksite.
