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LUTWYCHE/WINDSOR
Northern Busway Tunnelling Update

During February tunnelling operations will continue for the Northern Busway. As previously notified, this
work will be carried out 24 hours a day, seven days a week.

One roadheader machine will tunnel north from the Truro Street site. See the map below with the
expected tunnelling progression for February.

A range of local conditions can contribute to an individual’s experience of tunnelling activity, including
the geology, the depth of tunnelling, the type of tunnelling and the structure of the building on the
surface.

What to expect:

Regenerated noise and vibration may be experienced in some buildings along the alignment as the
tunnelling progresses. Regenerated noise is created when vibration from tunnel excavation travels
through the ground and causes a building’s flat surface to vibrate, creating an audible noise.

Excess dirt and rock, known as spoil, will be removed from the construction site by spoil haulage

vehicles. Spoil haulage vehicles will access arterial roads via the most direct route and will operate
24 hours per day between 6.30am Monday through to 6.30pm Saturday.
