The essential service relocation program in March will include:

Water
Intermittent night work at the intersections of Marita Street/Chalk Street and Chalk Street/Lutwyche Road
Day work at the intersections of Marita Street/Felix Street; Marita Street/Wellington Street; and along
Bradshaw Street.

Telecommunication
Intermittent night work along Lutwyche Road, Truro Street, Roblane Street and the Maygar Street/Lutwyche
Road intersection
Day work on Lutwyche Road between Maygar Street and Albion Road.

Electricity
Intermittent night work at the intersection of Lutwyche Road and Norman Street/Norman Avenue; along
Truro Street and Lutwyche Road and in Heritage Park
Day work at the intersection of Lutwyche Road and Norman Street/Norman Avenue; and along Palmer
Street, Hawkins Street and around Pop’s Fig.

What to expect:
Installation and connection of new service lines
Hauling and joining of cables
Construction of new access pits
Accessing of existing pits
Trenching and boring of footpaths and roads
Removal of excavated material
Temporary lighting and use of a generator for night work
Asphalting (use of compaction equipment)
Reinstatement work including turfing, top soiling and concreting of footpaths and kerbs
Construction vehicle movements and construction signage
Construction noise including jack-hammering, saw-cutting and reversing beepers/squawkers
Lane closures and pedestrian diversions under traffic control.

Day work will occur from 6.30am to 6.30pm Monday to Saturday and night work will be undertaken from 8pm to
5am Sunday to Thursday.
