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LUTWYCHE/WINDSOR     
March Construction Update  
 
Tunnelling - Truro Street site  
More than 1.5 kilometres of tunnel have now 
been excavated from the Truro Street site, with 
six roadheader machines heading both north and 
south for the Airport Link and Northern Busway 
tunnels.   
 
The Community Relations Team will continue to 
keep residents and businesses along the project 
alignment up-to-date on the progress of 
tunneling in their area.  
 
Northern Busway – Lamington Avenue, 
Lutwyche Road and Chalk Street sites  
Work on stage two of the Lutwyche Road bridge 
is progressing well.  Work throughout March will include  
concreting and steelwork. During this time there will be 
additional truck movements in Bradshaw Street, Felix 
Street and Wellington Street.  Upon completion of stage 
two of the bridge, the northbound and southbound lanes 
of Lutwyche Road will be moved back to their original 
alignment.  
 
Excavation and concreting is continuing for the Northern 
Busway cut and cover tunnel structure at the Chalk 
Street site in preparation for tunnelling to commence in 
May.  Pre-cast beams are scheduled to be installed in 
mid March.    
 
At the Lamington Avenue site, back-filling of the cut and 
cover tunnel structure will be ongoing.   
 
Lutwyche Road realignment  
Work will begin during March to realign Lutwyche Road, 
between Fuller Street and Albion Road.  This will 
include median removal, asphalting, line marking and 
traffic signal relocation.     
 
Due to the required lane closures on Lutwyche Road 
this work must be undertaken at night.  The Community 
Relations team will provide further information closer to 
the start date of the work.   
 
Following the first stage of work there will be changes to 
the Maygar Street and Lutwyche Road intersection.  
These changes involve closure of the northbound merge lane along Lutwyche Road, from Maygar Street, and 
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the introduction of a dedicated left-hand turning lane from Lutwyche Road into Maygar Street.  This work is 
subject to approval.  
 
Service relocation work  
The essential service relocation program in March will include: 

 
·  Intermittent night work at the intersections of Chalk Street and Marita Street; Chalk Street and Lutwyche 

Road; and Norman Avenue, Lutwyche Road and Norman Street. 
·  Intermittent night work along Chalk Street, Truro Street, Lutwyche Road, Roblane Street and in Heritage 

Park  
·  Intermittent day work along Bradshaw Street, Felix Street, Marita Street, Wellington Street, Norman Street, 

Norman Avenue, Hawkins Street, Palmer Street, Albion Road, Maygar Street and Lutwyche Road.   
 

The Community Relations Team will doorknock affected residents to keep them up-to-date on the progress of 
the service relocation night work.  
 
Groundwater monitoring and geotechnical testing  
Throughout March ground water monitoring and geotechnical investigations will continue along the Airport Link 
tunnel alignment.   
 
What to expect 
·  Removal of vegetation along Lutwyche Road in accordance with strict environmental approvals 
·  Changed traffic conditions, including lane closures, where required  
·  Temporary footpath diversions, with appropriate controls 
·  Excavation and earthwork  
·  Rock-hammering and concreting 
·  Removal of excavated material  
·  Drilling and trenching of footpaths and road to access existing lines  
·  Delivery of materials and equipment  
·  Construction vehicle movements  
·  Spoil haulage along Lutwyche Road and Truro Street    
·  Construction vehicle movements in local streets for service relocation work and access to and from the 

Chalk Street and Lamington Avenue sites 
·  Construction noise.   
 
Work will generally occur between 6.30am and 6.30pm Monday to Saturday. Some service relocation work is 
required to be undertaken at night due to the need for lane closures. 24-hour tunnelling and haulage continues 
from the Truro Street site.
