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TOOMBUL/CLAYFIELD 
Sandgate Road – Night work 
 
From Monday 8 March 2010, night work will be undert aken on Sandgate Road between 8pm 
and 5am, to install bridge decks alongside the west ern side of Sandgate Road.  This work will 
be ongoing for approximately two nights. 
 
This work necessitates the temporary closure of traffic lanes on Sandgate Road, and so must be 
undertaken at night in order to minimise disruption to traffic. 
 
The work will enable Sandgate Road Bridge to be widened on the western side, allowing additional 
lanes to be created for access in and out of the Airport Link tunnel network upon its completion in mid 
2012.  
 
Activities will include 
·  Night work 
·  Lifting deck units into place 
·  Operation of cranes and construction 

vehicles 
·  Concreting work 
·  Temporary lighting. 

 
What to expect 
·  Delivery of the crane and deck units 
·  Construction noise from crane and 

vehicle movements, reversing alarms 
and generators 

·  Short term lane closures on 
Sandgate Road under traffic control 

·  Temporary closure of shared pathway 
under Sandgate Road during bridge 
deck lift. 

 
What will we do to minimise impacts: 
·  Minimise need for machinery to reverse 
·  Staging of work to enable noisier activities to be undertaken earlier in the evening, where 

possible 
·  Keep voices as low as possible.
