Airport Roundabout Upgrade

Airport Roundabout precinct — Night work

During February and March, night work will continue across the Airport Roundabout Upgrade
precinct to prepare for the realignment of the Gate ~ way Motorway onto the new overpass and
continue construction of the East-West Arterial fly over.

Gateway Motorway realignments g B —
A number of realignments of the
Gateway Motorway need to occur in
preparation to move traffic off the existing
Gateway Motorway overpass and onto
the new overpass that has been
constructed alongside it.
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This work will take place on the
approaches to the overpass and will
occur at night to minimise traffic
disruption. Northbound and southbound
traffic will be moved on to temporary road
realignments during March to enable the
permanent approaches to be constructed - ; 3 = oy

and tied in to the new overpass. This Zz - An LAV & -

also involves widening work on the el ./ B

southbound carriageways into and out of Finishing work on the new overpass in preparation for the traffic
Airport Drive. Finishing activities on the switch in April

decks of the new overpass will also take
place.

Activities will include barrier placement,
removal of traffic islands, removing
existing line marks and asphalt, placing
new asphalt, constructing median drains
and barriers, and installing new line
marking.

In early April, northbound traffic will be
switched onto the new overpass,
followed shortly after by southbound
traffic.

Motorists should expect lane closures,

detours and reduced speed !imits_ Artist's impression of the signalised fast diamond intersection, Gateway
between 10pm and 4am during this work. Motorway overpass and East-West flyover at project completion

be via electronic message boards,
131940.com and SMS traffic alerts.

New East-West Arterial flyover

Pier construction is ongoing along the
northern side of East-West Arterial Road for
construction of the new flyover. Out-of-
hours work will include intermittent crane
operations and fixing reinforcing steel in
preparation for daytime construction
activities.

Despite the recent wet weather, work on the
western bridge abutment and first pier table

is on track to receive the first precast

concrete bridge segments in early March.

Due to the size of the segments, delivery

and installation will occur at night to minimise
traffic disruption. During installation, motorists can
expect short-term lane closures on East-West Arterial Road during off-peak hours.

Airport Drive

Day and night work is ongoing along the northern side of Airport Drive in preparation for the
realignment of the eastbound lanes. This realignment is scheduled to occur in early March and will
enable construction of the East-West Arterial flyover to commence in the current eastbound lanes.
The grass trees that line the median will be removed at night and returned to Airport land later in
2010.

Night time lane closures will be necessary during certain activities along the median of Airport Drive,
including the removal and replacement of asphalt, medians, traffic islands and line marking.

Service relocations

The relocation of essential services including, telecommunications, water and storm-water is ongoing
throughout the precinct, including Nudgee Road, East-West Arterial Road, Airport Drive and
Serpentine Road.

What to expect:
- Night work
Barrier placement, pavement construction, asphalting, line marking, removal of traffic islands and
medians
Drainage and earth works
Delivery of materials and equipment
Temporary construction lighting
Construction vehicle movements
Temporary lane closures and detours under traffic control
Traffic changes
Construction noise including lighting towers, generators, reversing alarms, vehicles and crane
movements, asphalt profilers, and saw cutters where required.
