Road and the return of two lanes in both directions.

TJH advised that it is scheduled reopen in a month. The backfilling operation at the
intersection of Gympie Road and Stafford Road is almost complete.

Member advised that the drainage under the Gympie Road bridge was not good as KM
there was a stream of muddy water running down and into the water, and there are EPA
requirements for matting to stop the water getting into the brook.

TJH confirmed with the member that she is referring to the bridge on Gympie Road. TJH LC/AH
further advised they will speak to the Environment Team and report back.

Member noted there are empty trucks using Jack Street to enter the site where piling is
occurring and asked if they would be carrying spoil. There are a lot of empty trucks
using Jack Street. LC
TJH advised that Jack Street is not part of a major haulage route, the soil being removed is
not considered spoil under the CoG conditions. As it is being moved to another part of the

A CLG Member advised that for approximately the last four weeks people along
Brookfield Road have noticed diesel or gas fumes, which are making them feel ill. The DC
fumes disappeared earlier this week, but some people are still ill. Member asked if TJH
knew what these fumes were.
TJH advised they will look into it and get back to the Member.
ACTION: TJH to investigate fumes and report back to the Member.

Stafford Road widening presentation:

e TJH have an agreed staging plan with DTMR and an agreement on construction
methods.

e The sections between Gordon Street and Rose Lane, and between Bradley Avenue
and Glenfern Street will be completed first. This will involve the closure of Gordon
Street, Rose Lane, Bradley Avenue and half of Glenfern Street at Stafford Road. One
existing lane is removed westbound and two lanes are provided eastbound. Works on
the water mains need to occur, as temporary water mains are in place.

e Residential access will be provided, as well as parking. Notifications will be sent to
residents.

¢ In the second stage, Khartoum Street will be closed at Stafford Road.

¢ In the third stage, Richmond Street will be closed at Stafford Road.

e Streets will be closed one or two at a time to minimise disruption and maintain access.
Each road will be closed for approximately eight to twelve weeks.
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e In the fourth stage, Beaconsfield Road will be closed at Stafford Road.

¢ In the fifth stage, half of Glenfern Street and Figgis Street will be closed at Stafford
Road.

e Once both sides are completed then the median will be constructed. Works will also
be completed at the Richmond Street intersection at this time.

e Final result will be a slightly wider Stafford Road, with a median running down the
centre. Widening works are underway at the moment.

A CLG Member asked if pedestrian access will remain open

TJH advised that yes, access will be provided. There may be some diversions. AH
Member noted that she hopes the diversions are not as long as the current ones. KM

A CLG Member asked if red on the map is the next phase to be completed. Is the white
section on the picture the current situation. ML
TJH advised that red is the next phase and white is what the alignment will be. There will be

two lanes eastbound and one lane westbound. Two lanes will be open again once vehicles are AH
past Rose Lane.

A CLG Member asked how long each phase will be. MB
TJH advised that the stages will be of varying lengths, as there are stormwater works to

consider and some involve working in hard rock. Each stage is anticipated to take eight to AH
twelve weeks. TJH is expecting the southern side to take longer due to having more rock than

the northern side.

Member noted that Richmond Street is a major access point.

TJH advised that DTMR have been very stringent on the conditions for the upgrade at KM
Richmond Street. AH

Road between Figgis and Clarence Streets.
